Members of the Strategic Planning
Committee and Cancer Services' staff are
developing an ImplementationPlan for 2007
andhave adopted an ongoingstrategic plan-
ning process.  

Consolidated survey results and the 2007
Implementation Plan will be  ready for dis-
tribution at the November Board Meeting
and available to the public on request.  

Every three to five years, the Cancer
Services’Board of Directors conducts a
strategic planning process to ensure that
agency programs and services are relevant
in today’s environment and in tune with the
agency’s mission.

With the current plan near the end of its
three-year cycle, board members met in
two consecutive three-hour sessions to
begin the process of developing a 2007
annual plan and long-range strategic plan.
In preparation for these sessions, a
Strategic Planning Survey was conducted
with health care professionals, and Cancer
Services’clients, volunteers, Board members
and staff.   Survey results were shared and
used to guide discussion throughout the two
sessions.

Held on August 24th, the first session
focused on the current status of the agency.
This information was then used in a 
broader visioning exercise and three to
five year planning session held on
September 21st.
