Tips For Caregivers:

What You Need to Know About Being a Caregiver
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Medit ation 
for Recovery

Enrichment of your soul.
Inner calm. 

Tranquility.

Sounds wonderful, doesn’t it? Many people
believe you can achieve an inner peace
through the art of meditation. But what exactly
is meditation? How do you practice it? 
And, what can it really do for you?

M editation, a mental focus on a particular aspect
of one’s inner or outer experience, stems from
Eastern religious traditions. But in this fast

paced world, more and more people have found that with
some practice and a quiet space, meditation has 
tremendous benefits including improvement in 
concentration and general health.

While meditation is generally considered a spiritual 
practice, experts tell us it has health benefits too. In 
fact, by calming the mind and body, meditation may 
help cancer patients alleviate the harmful effects of 
tension and stress and change negative coping 
responses that may aggravate health conditions and
reduce life expectancy. Benefits include the reduction of
stress, anxiety, tension, panic, high blood pressure and
chronic pain. Reduced stress hormone levels and
improvement in mood and immune systems have also
been seen in those who have cancer and practice 
meditation.

Meditation can be self-directed or guided by doctors,
psychiatrists, other mental health professionals or yoga
masters. If trying it on your own, you can start by 
choosing a quiet place free from distraction, sitting or
resting quietly with the eyes closed, noticing breathing
and physical sensations and then letting go of all 
intruding thoughts. You may also achieve a relaxed yet
alert state by focusing on a pleasant idea or thought or 
by chanting a phrase or special sound silently or aloud,
such as the word “calm” or “peace.” The ultimate goal 
of meditation is to separate yourself mentally from the
outside world by suspending the usual stream of 
consciousness. Light candles. Dim the lights. Turn off
your cell phones. Some practitioners recommend 
two 15 to 20-minute sessions a day, but if you’re just 
getting started, try it for a couple of minutes, two or 
three times a week.

Your mental well-being is especially important during
stressful times. Take some time to visit Cancer Services
of Greater Baton Rouge. Here you’ll discover our 
meditation room as well as a monthly relaxation 
workshop that will guide you through the steps of 
meditation. We look forward to seeing you!
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5 Tips on Getting Star ted:

1. Recognize the benefits of meditation to your
mind and body. If you think you’re wasting your time,
you’ll never reap the rewards.

2. Pick the best time of day when you can escape
without distractions. Make it a crucial part of your
schedule!

3. Find the best place to feel at peace.Whether it’s
your bedroom, a park or Cancer Services’new 
meditation room, pick somewhere you won’t fall asleep
or be interrupted by intruders. This is valuable time.
Treat it that way!

4. Ask your loved ones to help. Tell them what you
are doing and let them help you find the time and space
to escape. They can also help deter your distractions!

5. Don’t expect drastic changes immediately.
Stick to it and find that inner calm. If your meditation 
program isn’t working for you on your own, a 
professional can help.
